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General Power Tool Safety Warnings

(For All Power Tools)

/A WARNING! Read and understand all instructions. Failure to follow all
instructions listed below may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious
personal injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool" in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tool or

battery-operated (cordless) power tool.

Work Area Safety

Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of
flammable liquids, gases, or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust
or fumes.

Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can

cause you to lose control.

Electrical Safety

Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in anyway. Do not use
any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmadified plugs and matching
outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges
and refrigerators. There is an increased risk o electric shock if your body is earthed or
grounded.

Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will
increase the risk of electric shock.

Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power
tool. Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or

entangled cords increase the risk of electric shock.

When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of a
cord suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock.

If operating a power in a damp location is unavoidable, use a residual current device

(RCD) protected supply. Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric shock.

NOTE: The term “residual current device (RCD)" may be replaced by the term “ground fault

circuit interrupter (GFCI)" or “earth leakage circuit breaker (ELCB)".

Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating a power
tool. Do not use a power tool while you are tired or under the influence of drugs, alcohaol,
or medication. A moment of inattention while operating power tools may result in
serious personal injury.

Use personal protective equipment. Always wear eye protection. Protective equipment
such as dust mask, non-skid safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protection used for
appropriate conditions will reduce personal injuries.

Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure the switch is in the off-position before
connecting to power source and /or battery pack, picking up or carrying the tool.
Carrying power tools with your finger on the switch or energising power tools that have
the switch on invites accidents.

Remove any adjusting key or wrench before turning the tool on. A wrench or a key left
attached to a rotating part of the power tool may result in personal injury.

Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times. This enables better
control of the power tool in unexpected situations.

Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing, and
gloves away from moving parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or long hair can be caught in
moving parts.

If devices are provided for the connection of dust extraction and collection facilities,
ensure these are connected and properly used. Use of dust collection can reduce

dust-related hazards.

Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The
correct power tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed.
Do not use tool if switch does not turn it on or off. Any power tool that cannot be

controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

. Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power

tool before making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools.
Such preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.
Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons unfamiliar
with the power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are
dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage of
parts and any other condition that may affect the power tool's operation. If damaged,
have the power tool repaired before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly
maintained power tools.

Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting
edges are less likely to bind and are easier to control.

Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits etc. in accordance with these instructions,
taking into account the working conditions and the work to be performed. Use of the
power tool for operations different from those intended could result in a hazardous

situation.

Have your power tool serviced by a qualified repair person using only identical

replacement parts. This will ensure that the safety of the power tool is maintained.

VOLTAGE WARNING:

Before connecting the tool to a power source (receptacle, outlet, etc.), be sure the voltage

supplied is the same as that specified on the nameplate of the tool. A power source with

voltage greater than that specified for the tool can result in SERIOUS INJURY to the user, as
well as damage to the tool. If in doubt, DO NOT PLUG IN THE TOOL. Using a power source with

voltage less than nameplate rating is harmful to the motor.

BE SURE TO USE AN EARTH-LEAKAGE CIRCUIT BREAKER.

For additional protection against electric shock, be sure to WEAR RUBBER GLOVES AND
RUBBER BOOTS during operation.

Check the wheel carefully for cracks or damage before operation. Replace cracked or
damaged wheel immediately.

Use only flanges specified for this tool.

Be careful not to damage the spindle, flanges (especially the installing surface) or bolt.
Damage to these parts could result in wheel breakage.

When using the water feed, be careful not to let water get into the motor. If water runs
into the motor, an electric shock hazard may result.

Hold the tool firmly.

Keep hands away from rotating parts.

Make sure the wheel is not contacting the workpiece before the switch is turned on.
Wait until the wheel attains full speed before cutting.

Stop operation immediately if you notice anything abnormal.

Never attempt to cut with the tool held
upside down in a vise. This can lead to
serious accidents, because it is
extremely dangerous. (Fig. 1)

Before setting the tool down after
completing a cut, be sure that the

wheel has come to a complete stop.

Be sure to use an earth-leakage circuit

breaker (30mA), if work area is too hot

and wet or poisoned by electric dust.

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Instructions For Operation

Adjusting Depth of Cut
CAUTION:

e After adjusting the depth of cut, always tighten the wing bolt securely.

Loosen the wing bolt on the depth guide
and move the base up or down. At the
desired depth of cut, secure the base by

tightening the wing bolt. (Fig. 2)

Adjusting Bevel Angle

Firstly loosen the wing bolt on the depth
guide, then loosen the wing nut on the
base. Set for the desired angle by titling
the base accordingly. (Fig. 3)

Always tighten the wing nut and wing bolt
securely after adjusting the bevel angle.

Switch Action

CAUTION:

e Before plugging in the tool, always
check to see that the switch trigger
actuates properly and returns to the
"OFF" position when released.

To start the tool, simply pull the trigger. Release the trigger to stop. For continuous operation,
pull the trigger and then push in the lock button. To stop the tool from the locked position,

pull the trigger fully, and then release it. (Fig. 4)

Forcing and
exerting excessive pressure or allowing
the wheel to bend, pinch or twist in the

cut can cause overheating of the

motor and dangerous kickback of the

tool. (Fig. 6)

Adjust the amount of water flow. Hold the tool firmly. Set the base plate on the workpiece to
be cut without the wheel making any contact. Then turn the tool on and wait until the wheel
attains full speed. Now simply move the tool forward over the workpiece surface, keeping it
flat and advancing smoothly until the cutting is completed. Keep your cutting line straight

and your speed of advance uniform.



Removing or Installing Diamond Blade
CAUTION:

* Always be sure that the tool is switched
off and unplugged before removing or
installing the wheel.

» Use only the original wrench and socket
wrench to install or remave the wheel.

The concave portions of Inner flange and

outer flange must be on the diamond blade

side. (Fig. 7)

Hold the outer flange with the wrench and
loosen the hex bolt clockwise with the
socket wrench. Then remove the hex bolt,

outer flange and blade. (Fig. 8)

To install the wheel, follow the removal
procedure in reverse.

Always install the wheel so that the arrow
on the wheel points in the same direction
as the arrow on the blade case.

BE SURE TO TIGHTEN THE HEX BOLT SECURELY.

Instructions For Maintenance

CAUTION:

Always be sure that the tool is switched off and unplugged before attempting to perform
inspection or maintenance.

After use

Blow away dust from the inside of the tool by running the tool at an idle for a while.

Brush off accumulation of dust on the base.

Accumulation of dust in the motor or on

the base may cause a malfunction of the

Replacing carbon brushes

Remove and check the carbon brushes

regularly. Replace when they wear down to

the limit mark. (Fig. 9)

Keep the carbon brushes clean and free to
slip in the holders. Both carbon brushes
should be replaced at the same time. Use
only identical carbon brushes.

Use a screwdriver to remove the brush

holder caps. Take out the worn carbon
